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CESKA CENA ZA ARCHITEKTURU 2020

Ceska cena za architekturu letos sla-
vi pllkulaté vyroci. Pét let existence
jakékoli soutéze neni nic proti tisici-
letému vyvoji architektury, ale presto
stoji za kratkou rekapitulaci.

Prvého ro€niku vyhléSeného v lednu
2016 se zucastnilo 475 pfihlaSenych
realizaci, z nichz mezinarodni porota
vybrala 63 nominovanych a vyhlasila
8 finalistd, zvitézila stavba Zen-Hou-
ses. V dal8ich ¢tyfech letech se pfi-
hlasilo 245, 145, 186 a letos 191 rea-
lizaci, z nichz pokazdé jina mezina-
rodni porota nominovala 42, 33, 34
a letos 27 realizaci pro vybér finalist
alaureata CCA. Postupné se jim tedy
staly Zen-houses, Archeopark Pavlov,
Administraivni budova ve Stranci-
cich, a vloni Materska skola Nova
Ruda, skute¢nou shodou nadhod od
stejnych autord jako v 1. ro¢niku
ceny, tedy od Petra Stolina a Aleny
Micekové z Liberce. Za pét ro¢nikl
tak byla posuzovéna vice nez tisicov-
ka staveb.

Letosnich 6 finalistd a 6 drziteld cen
partner( predstavuje vzorek realizo-
vanych navrhi architektd na tzemi
CR, ktery zahrnuje 8kalu od rodinné-
ho domu po sidlo firmy, od rekon-
strukci po novostavby, objekty drob-
né s omezenym rozpoctem i vétsi bu-
dovy, financované ze soukromych
i vefejnych prostredkd.

Ceska cena za architekturu nerozdé-
luje ani letos stavby do kategorii, ale
hleda jejich kvalitu bez ohledu na
vy$i investi¢nich nakladl nebo pres-
tiz funkce. Ukazuje, ze kvalitu pro-
stredi, v némz se kazdodenné pohy-
bujeme a Zijeme, netvofi vétSinové
vyjime&né a extravagantni stavby, ale
vefejny prostor mést a obci ¢i namés-

ti s lavkou pres potok, upravena ulice
s umérenymi bytovymi ¢i rodinnymi
domy, $kolka ¢&i $kola, kam vodime
déti, nebo komunitni centra podpo-
rujici mistni aktivity... To neznamena,
Ze by v soutézi nemohly uspét stavby
vyjime&né svym Gc¢elem nebo for-
mou, jako jsou galerie, divadla, spor-
tovni haly, obradni siné ¢i kaple. Vyji-
megnost funkce nebo finanéni narog¢-
nost provedeni stavby v8ak neni tim,
co poroty uplynulych péti roénikl
nejvic zaujalo. Ani letos tomu nebylo
zasadné jinak.

Pro pfisti, 6. roénik CCA Grémium
Ceny hleda moznosti, jak ohodnotit
zvlast drobné stavby nezavisle na
stavbach finanéné naroénéjsich,
u nichz je dllezité ocenit také prac-
nost a komplexnost navrhi i jejich
realizace. U drobné zakazky lze snad-
néji dosahnout kvalitniho vysledku,
bez kompromis(, které jsou u vétsich
staveb nevyhnutelné, a mohou tak
snizovat vysledny dojem. Nejde o za-
vadéni typologickych kategorii, ale
o rovnou $anci jak pro drobné stavby,
¢asto komunitni intervence ve verej-
ném prostoru, tak pro stamilionové
investice zpravidla soukromych in-
vestor(, které véak vyznamné ovliv-
rnuji nase vystavéné prostredi. Vice se
dozvite pfivyhlaseni 6.ro¢niku v led-
nu 2021. Hledame také cestu, jak
podpof¥it stavby pfinasejici inovativni
zaméry a prvky udrzitelného navrho-
vani budov, Setrné v nakladani s des-
tovou vodou a energiemi, v§eobecné
Gsporné a respektujici principy cir-
kularni ekonomiky.

Sedmiélennd mezinarodni porota si
letos stejné jako v minulosti zaslouzi
velké podékovani — na rozdil od mi-

nulych let musela z dGvodu striktnich
epidemickych opatfeni posuzovat
zaslané stavby ,,na dalku®, prostred-
nictvim online zasedani a predtoce-
nych video medailonkd. Na druhou
stranu méla moznost tak podrobné
posoudit véechny nominované stavby
avybrat finalisty i laureata CCA v bo-
haté nékolikadenni,,zoomové“ disku-
si. ,Zoom*"jako technicky prostiedek
tak umoznil poroté ,,zazoomovat®,
soustredit se na detailni aspekty po-
suzovanych staveb.

Jako v pfedchozich roénicich jsme ji
vdécni za objektivni, Eeskym prostre-
dim a vztahy nezatizeny pohled na
nasi soudobou tvorbu. Porota vedena
architektem Henrim Bavou peclivé
hodnotila nejen unikatnost jednotli-
vych staveb, ale i jejich vyznam v kon-
textu ¢eské architektury. Stejné jako
v minulych letech byly udéleny
zvlastni ceny partnert CCA a Akade-
mie Ceské ceny za architekturu vy-
brala k ocenéni za Vyjime&ny pocin
dokumentarni serialy Ceské televize
Sumna mésta a Sumné stopy reziséra
Radovana Lipuse a scenaristy a ar-
chitekta Davida Vavry, ktery nas zaro-
vefi architektonickymi dily provadél.
V disledku koronavirové pandemie
byly vysledky letoSniho ro¢niku vy-
hlaseny online z virtualniho galave-
¢era Ceny v Divadle Archa, Sifeného
prostfednictvim streamu na webu
CT art a na daldich socialnich
médiich. VS§echny nominované i oce-
néné stavby budou vystaveny v praz-
ském Centru architektury a méstské-
ho planovani — CAMP a na dalSich
vystavach v pribéhu pfidtiho roku
také v krajich, v zavislosti na povole-
ni konani kulturné spole¢enskych

akci.Jsem sijist, Ze poslouzi jako in-
spirace dobrych pfikladd z praxe pro
vefejnost i obecni samospravy. Vé-
fim, ze se letoSni ocenéné stavby
stanou i vasimi oblibenymi.

CZECH ARCHITECTURE AWARD 2020

The Czech Award for Architecture cel-
ebrates its fifth anniversary this year.
Five years of existence of any compe-
tition is nothing compared to a thou-
sand years of architectural develop-
ment but is still worth a brief recapit-
ulation.

475 built projects were submitted the
first year —2016.The Jury shortlisted
63 nominated projects and an-
nounced eight finalists; Zen-Houses
was the winner. There were 245, 145,
and 186 entries in the following years,
and 191 this year. A different Jury
every year shortlisted 42, 33, 34 pro-
jectsin the past,and 27 built projects
this year, from which they selected fi-
nalists and the laureate of the CCA.
The winners were Zen-Houses, the
Archeopark Pavlov, an office building
in Strangice, and the kindergarten in
Nova Ruda last year — incidentally,
designed by the same studio that had
won the first year — Petr Stolin and
Alena Mic¢ekova from Liberec. In five
years, more than a thousand build-
ings were assessed.

Six finalists and six projects that
were awarded the Partner of the CCA
Award represent a sample of built
projects designed by architects in the
territory of the Czech Republic; they
range from a family house to a corpo-
rate headquarters, from refurbish-
ments to new buildings, small build-
ings with a limited budget to larger
ones privately or publicly funded.
The Czech Award for Architecture
does not categorize the projects in
the same way as before, but explores
their quality irrespective of their in-
vestment costs or function’s prestige.
It shows that the quality of the envi-

ronment we daily move and live in is
not primarily formed by unique and
extravagant buildings but by pu-
blic space of towns and villages, or
asquare with afootbridge over a
creek, a neat street with moderate
tenement or family houses, a kinder-
garten or a school where we take our
children, or community centers sup-
porting local activities... That does not
mean that buildings unique by their
purpose or form could not be suc-
cessful in the competition, such as
galleries, theatres, sports halls, cer-
emonial halls, or chapels. However,
the construction’s unique function or
high budget are not what held the last
five year’s Juries’ attention most. And
this year was no exemption.

For the next year — the sixth year of
the CCA, the award’s panel has been
looking for possibilities of how petite
builds could be evaluated separately,
independent of high-budget projects
that have to be appreciated for their
labor-intensivity and complexity of
design and construction. It is much
easier to get a good result in smaller
projects, without the unavoidable
compromises in big projects and can
diminish the final effect. The goal is
not to introduce typological catego-
ries, but give equal treatment both to
small builds, often community inter-
ventions into public space, and usu-
ally, private hundred-million crown
investments that, nonetheless, sub-
stantially affect our built environ-
ment. You will learn more at the sixth
annual Gala EveninginJanuary, 2021.
We have also been investigating how
to support buildings that introduce
innovative ideas and elements of sus-

tainable building design, thrifty rain-
water and energy management, and
generally economical and respecting
principles of a circular economy.
This year, as always, the seven mem-
bers of the international Jury deserve
many thanks. As opposed to the past
years, due to strict epidemiologic re-
strictions, contrary to the past years,
they had to assess the entries re-
motely at online sessions and through
short pre-recorded videos. On the
other hand, the Jury could evaluate
all nominated projects in detail and
select finalists and the laureate of
the CCA during a “Z00M” video-con-
ference discussion lasting several
days. As atechnical means, the
“ZOOM” platform allowed the Jury to
“zoom in”, to concentrate on detailed
aspects of the assessed built pro-
jects.

The same as in the past years, we ap-
preciate the Jury’s objective view of
our contemporary work, unburdened
by the Czech environment and local
relations. The Jury, led by Henri Bava,
carefully assessed each building’s
unique character and its significance
in the context of Czech architecture.
As in the past years, partners of
the Czech Award for Architecture
anounced their special awards, and
the Academy of the Czech Award for
Architecture decided to bestow for
a Special Achievement two documen-
tary series produced by Czech Televi-
sion — Graceful Towns and Graceful
Traces directed by Radovan Lipus and
hosted by scriptwriter and architect
David Vavra.

This year’s results were announced
at the virtual gala evening in Divadlo

Archa streamed on the Czech TV
ART’s web site and other social me-
dia due to the coronavirus pandemic.
Allthe nominated projects will be ex-
hibited at the Prague Centre for Ar-
chitecture and Metropolitan Plan-
ning (CAMP) and other exhibitions in
regions next year, depending on the
permission to hold cultural and so-
cial events.| am sure that they will be
inspirational as examples of good
practice to the public and local coun-
cils. | believe that projects recog-
nized this year will become your fa-
vorite, too.

Ceska komora architektt (CKA) vyhla-
sila jiz 5. ro¢nik prehlidky realizova-
nych staveb nazvané Ceska cena za
architekturu (CCA). Poslanim CKA,
profesni organizace s pfenesenym
vykonem statni spravy, je mimo jiné
pedovat o stavebni kulturu v Ceské
republice a podporovat jeji vysokou
aroven.

About the Award

The mission of the Czech Chamber of
Architects (CKA), the professional or-
ganization with a delegated power of
state administration, is, among oth-
ers, to take care of public works cul-
ture in the Czech Republic and sup-
portits high-quality level. That is why
it announced the fifth year of the
Czech Award for Architecture (CCA).
By announcing the fifth Czech Award
for Architecture, the Chamber joins
other activities it uses to promote
good results of the established and
starting architects. CKA tries to map
architects’ production in the Czech
Republic and present good works and
human encroachments into the ur-
banized environment and landscape
not only to the professional and gen-
eral public but also to representa-
tives of state and local administra-
tion bodies. The competition exhibi-
tion opened to projects built in the
territory of the Czech Republic in the
past five years (2015-2019). Those
works entered in the past years could
apply for the prize except those
shortlisted. Seven erudite foreign ar-
chitects assessed works by Czech ar-
chitects the same as in the previous
years.The Jury’s principal task was to
nominate approximately 50 projects
(27 this year) that were presented at
the nomination event and are part of
a touring exhibition and the Award
catalogue. Furthermore, the jury had
to select 5-10 buildings whose archi-
tects would be awarded the title Fi-
nalist. The jury then voted for the win-
ner.The works are not assessed with-
in any categories.

Activities of the professional Acade-
my of the Czech Prize for Architecture

established by the Board of the Czech
Chamber of Architects is an essential
aspect of the CCA. Renowned per-
sons from the architectural scene
(over 300 academics from architects,
publicists and critics of architecture,
and other professionals) can actively
look for impressive buildings and
built projects and initiate their en-
tries into the competition if archi-
tects do not do it themselves. The
Board of CKA charged the Panel of
the Czech Prize for Architecture to
manage, supervise that the statutes
are followed, nominate for the Unique
Feat or Partners’ Awards. The current
Panel members are: Ivan Plicka —
Chairman of the Panel, Jan Kasl, Da-
vid Hlouch, Pavel Hnilicka, Patrik
Hoffman, Radek Kolafik, Milan Svo-
boda, Jaroslav Safer, Petr Velitka.

MEZINARODNI POROTA
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Now in its fifth year, the Czech Archi-
tecture Award organised by the
Czech Chamber of Architects saw
arecord 191 entries. Once again, an
international jury panel was elected,
this year with architects and land-
scape architects from Slovakia, Hun-
gary, Holland, Italy, France and Great
Britain to consider and assess con-
temporary Czech architecture in
a national and international context.
In the first round of selection, the
Jury produced a longlist of 27 nomi-
nations from those submitted. In the
second round, after much discussion
and avote, this was reduced to
a shortlist of 6, which the jury debat-
ed at length before making a final
shortlist of 3 projects from which the
winner was chosen.

An impressive variety of projects
were submitted this year which the
Jury welcomed for its breadth and
scope. Entries ranged from large to
small; gardens to buildings; renova-
tions to new builds; industrial to ed-
ucation; homes to offices; churches
to breweries; and memorials to car
parks. And the Jury were encouraged
to see a mix of privately and publicly
funded projects along with some
commendable architect-led initia-
tives and architectural competi-
tion-winners. The shortlist reflected
the diversity of the submissions,
comprising urban regeneration,
a school, a family house, an industrial
shed, a brewery and office headquar-
ters. The jury also wanted to express
our appreciation and encouragement
of the self-built student projects that
were submitted, which caught our at-
tention and stimulated a positive de-
bate. As did the ingenuity and imagi-
nation that we saw in some of the
other very small project entries, that

although did not make it to the short-
list were appreciatively noted.

Jury were struck and impressed by
the high standard of design in the
submissions that made the job of
shortlisting a difficult one. A great de-
gree of care was evident in so many of
the projects that we saw, as well as
creativity,imagination and a welcome
contextual sensitivity. We extend our
sincere admiration and congratula-
tions to all of those shortlisted as
well as to the winner. A great cause
for celebration for all of Czech archi-
tecture!

The 2020 awards cannot be dis-
cussed without mention of the Cov-
id-19 pandemic that is affecting all
aspects of life across the globe. For
the awards process it sadly meant
that the Jury were not able to visit the
shortlisted buildings in person as all
of the judging procedures were con-
ducted digitally, remotely. The awards
organisers made an admirable effort
to overcome these challenges, ar-
ranging films to be taken of all of the
27 longlisted projects and making de-
tailed project information available
for the Jury with the opportunity to
ask questions needing clarification
about any project. Though of course
this still meant that the Jury missed
the experience of approaching, enter-
ing, walking around, touching and
sensing the nominated projects that
cannot be replicated digitally. But we
hope to be able to visit the fantastic
projects we saw in the coming year,
and to enjoy and celebrate the
achievements we witnessed in the
submission entries.

More significantly, the pandemic has
highlighted the importance to us all
of place as well as space and of con-
nection despite distance. Things the
architectural community has long

known but that are now being widely
and acutely felt, sadly often through
their absence for many. Although eco-
nomic recession looms in Europe that
will have its inevitable impact on con-
struction, | think it is important for ar-
chitects and place-makers not to lose
sight of this positive lesson, hard
learnt through the restrictions placed
on our movements and interactions
during this time. And to keep promot-
ing it beyond our own professional
bubbles. Our surroundings have
a huge effect on our lives and how we
live them — good design can make
a profound difference. Thoughtful de-
signs that are carefully executed to
create places that invite social con-
nection and afford decency through
appropriate space allowance is the
base of all good design, at any time,
in any place. A welcoming bus stop
that invites lingering to chat to
a neighbour; a viewing tower that of-
fers a destination and a chance for
some perspective; a restored park
that gives a breathing space to reflect
and rejuvenate; a revitalised water-
front that opens up another piece of
the city and encourages local busi-
ness. All of these projects that have
recently been built in the Czech Re-
public,and many more besides reveal
just how much architecture can give
and what a huge impact a relatively
small intervention can have. Let us
not forget that truth in the otherwise
foggy uncertainty of this time. And let
us celebrate the positive contribution
that architecture can make, that is re-
flected in these awards.

Hodnoceni poroty
Sidlo firmy Lasvit v Novém Boru je podle ndzoru mezinarodni poroty originalnim, su-

verénnim a komplexnim dilem. Rozhodovani o jeho vitézstvi pfedchéazela dlouha dis-
kuse vyhodnocujici vSechny vlastnosti projektu, jez vyastila v ocenéni skvélého
celkového architektonického feSeni irealizace stavby. Ocenéné dilo je kombinaci
puvodniho a navrhovaného, starého a nového, tradi¢niho s tim Gplné souéasnym. Pravé
bravurnost pfistupu k zadanému problému a lehkost, s jakou finalni vystup plsobi v tak
slozitém architektonickém prostredi, dovedly porotu ke koneénému verdiktu a udéleni
hlavni ceny. Renomovana ¢eska firma Lasvit je dnes svou produkci fenoménem s mezi-
narodni prestizi. Pfed nékolika lety se rozhodla postavit si sidlo firmy, které by adekvat-
né reprezentovalo jeji postaveni. Z vyzvané architektonické soutéze vysel vitézné am-
biciézni navrh tehdy mladého dua architektl Opoéensky — Valouch, ktefi jej dotahli
v nasledujicich letech do dnesni vitézné podoby. Skupina tradi¢nich severoceskych
drevénych staveb z po¢atku 19. stoleti byla citlivé zrekonstruovana a doplnéna dvéma
novymi objekty podobného stavebniho objemu, ale v nové materializaci. Odvazny vstup
architektd do pdvodni objemové struktury, pochopeni jeji podstaty a doplnéni, umoc-
néné novymi detaily a materializaci jsou nejsilnéjSimi strankami neohrozeného inves-
torsko-architektonického pocinu. Pozadavky na nové dispozi¢ni usporadani ¢asti bu-
dovy ve spojeni s novymi hmotami si vyzadaly jak slozité architektonické intervence,
tak citlivou akcentaci anebo jen podtrzeni téchto zasahi do prekrasné struktury
tradi¢ni architektury. Plvodni dfevéné prvky byly doplnény subtilnimi ocelovymi kon-
strukcemi schodd, zabradli a dalich vlozenych substanci, které v sobé nesou soucas-
nou noblesu, smysl pro méfitko a vyznam svého umisténi. Zcela odliSnou kapitolu tvofi
dva nové vloZené objemy, které jsou hmotové piibuzné stavajicim objektlm. Stavaji se
vnimanou ¢asti celku, ktery ale dopliuji po svém. Jeden je tmavy, oblozeny fasadou
z cementovych Supin — tasek. Druhy, rovnéz taskovy, je transparentnim sviticim repre-
zentantem hlavni ideje navrhu. Vytvari dstfedni, dojmovy akcent celé kompozice hmot.
Je nositelem femeslné profesionality firmy, kterou promita svoji originalitou do pro-
stiedi, a zarover nositelem schopnosti tvlircl architektonického feseni. Ti se zde neba-
li (skoro az s mladickou drzosti) pfetavit svého reprezentanta plvodniideje do skvélého,
velmi silného, vyabstrahovaného statementu. Sidlo Lasvit je logo prokazujici jisty
realizaéni um v8ech zG&astnénych, které zaroveri vysila signal odvazného pokusu o ne-
standardni, nonkonformni pfistup k feSenim. Vyznam vétsiho historického objektu,
kromé jeho centralniho umisténi v kompozici, je i v jeho obsahu — funkci. Je nositelem
reprezentativnich ¢asti dispozice. Navrh a nasledna realizace byly slozitou cestou
hledani, nachazeni, kombinovani, prototypovani... Vysledek je ale jednoznaény — silna
idea pretavena do reprezentanta spole¢ného Usili, jehoz vysledkem je zprava, Ze se po
cesté neuhnulo. Stalo to za to!



Architect’s report
The overall design of the project reflects the

longstanding tradition of glassmaking that
Lasvit represents and promotes. The two tradi-
tional buildings from the early 19th century
were completed with another two similarly si-
zed and shaped abstract black and white
structures to create a harmonic and functional
compound. The first of the new buildings, see-
mingly composed entirely out of translucent
glass, serves as an office café on the ground
floor with an archive of design samples on the
floor above. This large, well-lit rectangular spa-
ce featuring an unusual concave dome ceiling
with a grid pattern can also be used as a con-
ference room when enclosed. The second buil-
ding covered with black metal plates, which re-
semble the traditional cladding of slate plates
used on roofs throughout the region, provides
a four-story space partly hidden below the
ground. It is used for testing and presenting
full-scale products — chandeliers and light-
-sculptures weighing up to 5 tonnes. The two
culturally protected historical buildings were
stripped of the various extensions and additi-
ons which were added during the two hundred
years since their construction. Their facades
have been carefully redesigned to their original
historical state and their interiors humbly re-
constructed to serve as office space for the
Lasvit company.

Jury’s statement

In the international Jury’s opinion, the Lasvit headquarters is an original, sovereign, and
complex piece of work. Before it was decided a winner, along discussion preceded eval-
uating the project’s every quality; this discussion resulted in an appreciation of an excel-
lent overall architectural design and construction. The appreciated work combines the
original and the designed, the old and the new, the traditional and the perfect modern. It
was the virtuosity of the approach to the assigned task and the lightness with which the
final output works in such a complicated architectural environment that led the Jury to
the final verdict and awarding of the Main Prize. The renowned Czech company Lasvit and
its production is currently a phenomenon with an international reputation. The company
decided several years ago to build a new headquarters that would adequately represent
its position. An ambitious project of the then young architects Opo&ensky-Valouch came
as winners of the competition for invited architects, and the pair made a proper job of
it — today’s winner — in the following years. A group of traditional North-Bohemia tim-
ber-frame buildings from the beginning of the 19th century was delicately restored, and
two new buildings were added with a similar volume but using modern materials. A dar-
ing entry of the architects into the original volumetric structure, the understanding of the
substance, and its addition augmented by new details and materials are the strongest
features of the intrepid investor-architect’s initiative.

The requirements on the new layout of some parts of the building linked to new volumes
claimed complex architectural interventions, delicate accentuating or just emphasiz-
ing these infringements into the beautiful structure of vernacular architecture. Original
timber elements were complemented with subtle steel structures of stairs, railings,
and other inserted substances carrying modern noblesse, sense of scale, and the sig-
nificance of its location. Another, entirely different chapter, are the two inserted blocks
by their volume close to the existing buildings. They become a perceived part of the
whole which they complement in their own way. One is dark; its facade is clad in sheet
scales — tiles. The second one, also covered in tiles, is a transparent representative of
the design’s principal idea. It forms the key, emotional accent of the whole composition
of volumes. It is a carrier of the company’s artisan professional qualities, by its origi-
nality projecting it into the environment and, at the same time, a carrier of abilities of
its architects. They were not afraid (with even a youthful sauciness) to recast their rep-
resentative of the initial idea into a magnificent, powerful, abstracted statement. The
Lasvit headquarters is a logo proving that all the involved possess specific realization
skills, and signalling a daring attempt at an unusual, nonconforming approach to solu-
tions. The significance of this volume, aside from its central position in the composi-
tion, is its content — function. It is the carrier of the representative sections of the lay-
out. The design and the following build were a complicated path of searching, finding
and combining, prototyping... The result is unambiguous — a strong idea transformed
into a representative of a shared effort resulting in a message that the architects did
not stray from the path. It was worth doing it!

The architectural office o-va was established
in 2007. In the beginning, the founders Jifi
Opoéensky (1978) and Stépan Valouch (1977)
focused on the building of mostly single-fami-
ly houses and interiors; since 2010, they have
started working on larger projects and urban-
istic plans. The established ov architekti s.r.o.
in the same year. The led the ZAN studio (Archi-
tectural Design Basics) at the Faculty of Archi-
tecture of the Czech Technical University in
Prague (FA CVUT) in 2012-2013. The office has
12 permanent members today. Both licensed
architects graduated from FA CVUT in Prague in
2005. Jifi Opo&ensky worked in the studio KAVA
in 2003-2006, étépén Valouch gained work ex-
perience in the studio DUM architekti, where he
was the Architect-in-Charge for the Sestka
shopping mall project,among others; earlier, he
was at an internship in Shanghai. Both archi-
tects have got many awards — in 2007, they
were awarded the main prize for the built pro-
ject of a single-family house in Svitavy in the
competition Novy domov 2007;in 2010, they got
the Young Architect Award for their project of
a Suspension Park above the Malovanka junc-
tion. They won many architecture competi-
tions — for instance, the project for a rebuilding
of an office building in Beroun, 2014; a kinder-
garten in Cernosice, 2015; the connection of
two buildings of VSCHT in Prague, 2017; Sports
Training Hall in Borky, 2017; Multifunction Hall
with an outdoor sports ground at the Elemen-
tary School in Prague-Suchdol, 2018; the revi-
talization of the Trzni namésti (square) in
Liberec, 2020, and others. Their Spolkovy dim
(Club Hall) in Slavonice was nominated for the
Mies van der Rohe Award in 2015 and, at the
same time, received the Cemex Building Award
2016 (a special award in the category Social
Value and was third in the category Collective
space).The project Uhelna VSCHT in Prague-De-
jvice was nominated for the Grand Prix of Archi-
tects in the category Restoration in 2019; the
Aparthotel St.Vavfinec in Pec pod Snézkou was
nominated for the Build of the Year in the same
year. A clear concept and good detail charac-
terize their designs. Studies and built projects
are published in prestigious magazines in the
Czech Republic and abroad. Stépan Valouch
has a class at FA CVUT; Jifi Opocensky is a mu-
nicipal architect in Lib&ice nad Vltavou.

Novostavba dilen, nachazejici se v zemédélském arealu na okraji obce Opatov, je uréena predevsim pro
servis a idrzbu velkych zemédélskych vozi a strojli. Sou¢asti objektu je i zazemi pro zaméstnance celého
arealu: socialni zafizeni, $atny a denni mistnost. Vyraz dilen nese prvky pGvodnich okolnich klasickych ze-
médélskych staveb (sedlova stfecha, stiesni svétlik), zaroveii je véak hmotové ptizplsoben svému Gcelu.
Oplasténi z bilého trapézového plechu je obdobné jako oplasténi sousedni bioplynové stanice. Konstruk-
¢ni prvek v podobé pfihradové konstrukce vytvafi vyrazny linearni svétlik v misté stfeSniho hfebene. Svét-
lik a boéni prosklené fasady jsou navrzeny v systému profilového prisvitného materialu, u svétliku se tak
¢astecné propisuje prihradova konstrukce.

Hodnoceni poroty
Realizace haly ve vychodogeské obci Opatov se

dostala p¥i hodnoceni staveb Ceské ceny za ar-
chitekturu odbornou porotou vysoko — az do
posledni trojky. Spolu s rekonstrukci rodinného
domu vJinonicich od stejnych autori a vitézem
ceny se tak stavba stala reprezentantem toho
nejlepsiho, co v sou¢asné dobé ¢eska architek-
tura nabizi — jednoduchost, racionalitu, Cisty
koncept, to vSechno postavené na opodstatné-
né kontextualité.

Ocenénym navrhem a jeho vyslednou realizaci
je —ve vysledku — jednoduchy hospodarsky ob-
jekt tdrzby tézkych strojd agrovyroby na pied-
mésti Opatova. Logoidni tvar (jako repetice
v okoli jiz vidéného, bézného), krasna, subtilni

Krasny, zavétrovany ocelovy skelet, pfedsazeny
zatepleny plast z trapézového plechu, mnozstvi
svétla pronikajiciho pres copilitové plochy fa-
sady a svétliku, to vSe se spolupodilelo na fi-
nalnim dojmu, ktery pfinasi néco tvarové i vi-
zualné znamého, ale zaroven zcela nového.

Architect’s report

The White Shed, located in an agricultural compound on the edge of the town of Opatov, is designated pre-
dominantly for the servicing and maintenance of large agricultural vehicles and machines. Facilities for
employees of the entire compound, consisting of changing rooms, a day room, and sanitary facilities, are
also part of the building. The architectural expression contains elements of the typical agricultural buil-
dings that surround it, but at the same time, the volume is tailored for its primary usage. The white trape-
zoidal metal sheet cladding is similar to the cladding of the neighbouring biogas plant. A structural element
in the form of a truss beam creates a distinct linear skylight in a roof ridge. The skylight and side walls are
designed from translucent profiles, allowing the truss structure to show through.

Jury’s statement
The professional Jury of the Czech Award for

Architecture very much appreciated the hall
built in the east Bohemian town of Opatov — it
was shortlisted among the best three projects.
Together with the winning restoration and ad-
dition of the house in Jinonice by the same stu-
dio, this project became a representative of the
best qualities contemporary Czech architectu-
re offers — simplicity, rationality, pure concept,
all that built on substantiated contextuality.
The honoured project and its final realization
are — in the end — a simple farm building for
maintenance of heavy agricultural machinery
on the outskirts of Opatov. An archetypal shape
(as a repetition of the ordinary, already locally
seen), a beautiful subtle structure as an essen-
ce — a skeleton carrying an open programme in
and on itself — air, colour, and related material
are the strongest attributes of the building.
Material buildings in the vicinity this way,
through the studio’s work, abstracted into a
building of comparable architectural quality. It
is merely improved, cleaned, and functioning as
an efficient emphasis of the substance. The
maintenance hall’s straightforward programme
and the restrooms this way transformed into
the power of a simple expression due to which
the Jury so highly appreciated this typological
form of architecture, quite unusual in competi-
tions. A beautiful wind-braced steel frame, a
corrugated thermally insulated envelope, plen-
ty of light getting inside through Copilit glazed
facade openings and the skylight — all these
elements compose the final appearance that
introduces something formally and visually fa-
miliar, but entirely new, at the same time.
A clean, clear, persuasive solution of a simple
problem. No exaggeration — it is very pleasing
to see a brilliantly mastered banal brief; the re-
sult’s quality superordinated to the generally
expected, achieved because the architects, at
the very beginning, did not accept the idea that
the significance of this project was ordinary.

Projekt, nachazejici se v prestavéném pivovaru z 19. stoleti a pfilehlém technickém pro-

storu, disponuje vyhledem na rotundu svaté Katefiny z 9. stoleti a sousedici goticky kos-
tel sv. Mikulade, a tim dohromady vystihuje spletité historické a architektonické vrstvy
mésta. Nagim cilem bylo propojit dvé mista s osobitym dédictvim a u kazdého z objektud
uplatnit individualni koncep¢&ni pfistup k renovaci, €imz jsme reflektovali strukturalni
afunkéni historii budov s ambici posunout konvenéni pfedstavy o rekonstrukcich budov.
Pivovar, pochazejici z 19. stoleti, byl zrestaurovan na zakladé tradi¢nich postupl a dal
vzniknout degustaéni mistnosti, ktera vybizi navstévniky k ponofreni se do bohaté histo-
rie moravské kultury vina. Byvala technickad mistnost byla zachovéna pouze jako vné&jsi
schranka a jeji zdi poukazuji na zmény, kterymi si budova prosla. Do této ,,white cube“ je
vloZena expresivni vestavba nové vymezujici interiér. Tato tmava hmota organickych tva-
rd vypliiuje prostor, aby tak pfiblizila méfitko a atmosféru tradiénich vinnych sklep v re-
gionu.

Timto konceptem je dialog,
dialog mezi minulosti a sou€asnosti, meziinte-
rierem a okolnim méstem. Byvaly pivovar
z 19. stoleti byl svédomité rekonstruovén a jeho
sousedni technické prostory ze 70. let 20. sto-
leti byly ponechéany jako vnéjsi skorapka. Inte-
riér byl zcela nové definovan, v otevieném pro-
storu na vy$ku dvou pater jsou socharsky uspo-
radané vzajemné propojené platformy, evoku-
jici v této bilé krychli atmosféru mistnich tra-
di¢nich vinnych sklepd. Bilé stény znazorfiuji
rizné zmény, kterymi budova prosla, a nova,
strategicky umisténa okna rGznych tvar( a ve-
likosti v plivodné slepé fasadé umoziiuji vyhle-
dy na nedalekou kapli z 9. stoleti, goticky kostel
a hloubéji do tdoli. RGzné architektonické vrst-
vy v budové a mésté jsou prezentovany v jed-
notné harmonii,v nad¢asovém vzajemném dia-
logu.



Architect’s report

The project set in a converted 19th-century brewery and an adjacent technical area
added to the structure in the 1970s overlooks a 9th-century chapel and the neighbou-
ring Gothic church reflecting the town’s many architectural layers and histories. Our
goal was to merge these two spaces of distinct heritage and apply an individual con-
ceptual approach to their renovation, thus respond to each building's structural past
and function with an ambition to move conventional ideas on the restoration of buil-
dings in general. The former 19th-century brewery hall was given a classical restorati-
on and has become a tasting room, where visitors are introduced to the rich history of
wine culture in the region of Moravia. The former technical area was retained only as a
shell, whose walls mark the various changes the building has gone through. This “whi-
te cube” receives a playful, expressive insertion that redefines its interior. A dark mass
of organic shapes fills the space, adjusting this white cube’s scale and atmosphere to
that of the region’s traditional wine cellars. The design of the facade for the former
technical space is not the result of aesthetic ambitions but emerges from a desire to
make the previous layers of the building visible and open it to views of the city. The wall
that divided and hid the structure from the river valley was removed to create a new
dialogue between the inhabitants of the town and the new House of Wine. Within a fixed
form and in a specific geographical location, the House of Wine expresses a more fluid
type of heritage, that of interaction within our society. We believe that many aspects of
the built environment that are not currently considered “heritage” are essential to pre-
serve and display, as a means of self-reflection for the society that built them.

Jury’s statement
The conversion of the former technical hall of

the brewery to a wine tasting building in Zno-
jmo is based on a very clear concept, which de-
fines the facade and the interior down to the
last detail. This concept is a dialogue, a dia-
logue between the past and present, between
the interior space, and the surrounding city. The
19th-century brewery was faithfully restored,
while its adjacent technical space from the
1970s remained as an outer shell. Its interior
was completely redefined, the double -height
single space contains a sculptural arrange-
ment of interconnected platforms, adjusting
the atmosphere of this white cube to that of the
region’s traditional wine cellars. The white
walls mark the various changes the building
has gone through; the new windows of different
shapes startegically positioned in a once blind
facade open views to the nearby 9th-century
chapel, the Gothic church, and the valley. The
diverse architectural layers in the building and
the city are presented in unified harmony in the
building reconstruction designed by the Chybik
and Kristof office, forming a timeless dialog
with each other.

Na rozlehlém pozemku severné od centra mésta Pacov stala plivodni mateiska $kola
o péti oddélenich, ktera byla v nevyhovujicim technickém stavu. Byla navrzena nova
budova spliiujici parametry sou¢asné moderni stavby pro vychovu predskolnich déti.
Ta se sklada z hlavni dvoupodlazni budovy a péti jednopodlaznich pavilond, propojenych
spojovaci chodbou. Pavilony, ve kterych jsou jednotliva oddéleni, jsou doplnény velkymi
drevénymi terasami. Cely areal Skolky je propojen zpevnénymi plochami. Mezi vstupem
do hlavni budovy a ulici Jana Vojny se nachazi parkovisté pro zaméstnance i navstév-
niky, zasobovani je smérovano na vychodni stranu hlavni budovy. Konceptem néavrhu
nové budovy matefské gkoly je rozmisténi jednotlivych pfizemnich pavilonl — oddéleni
do velké zahrady. V navrhu jsou pouzity dva typy pavilond, lidici se vnitfnim usporada-
nim. Pavilony jsou v¢&i sobé pootogeny o 90 ° a vytvareji tak mezi sebou zajimavé po-
louzavfené prostory pro pobyt déti. Na severni ¢asti pozemku je umisténa hlavni budo-
va. Jeji hmota graduje z pfizemni ¢asti do druhého podlazi, kde jsou umistény u€ebny.
Velkorysou konzolou druhého podlazi je jasné definovan hlavni vstup do budovy. Hlav-
ni vstup navazuje na spolecny prostor/halu, ktera vbiha mezi jednotlivé pavilony a vy-
tvari zde neméné zajimavy komunikaéni prostor propojujici véechny pavilony a umoz-
riujici jejich obsluznost. Jednoduché kvadry jednotlivych pavilonl jsou profezany mi-
nimalnim poctem velkorysych otvord, vyraz uréuje zejména velka lodzie zprostiedko-
vavajici propojeni s exteriérem. Ve stejném duchu kontrastu plnych ploch a velkorysych
otvord je pojednana i hlavni budova. Pavilony jsou oblozeny modfinovymi palubkami,
lodzie jsou akcentovany oblozenim vyrazné barevnymi deskami. Hmota zazemi je po-
jednana v neutralni $edé omitce.

Hodnoceni poroty
Skolka je velmi dobfe navrzena budova s jednoduchym plidorysem, kde jsou véechny

funkce pfirozené propojeny jak mezi sebou, tak i s exteriérem. Jednotlivé prostory jsou
dobre orientovany ke slunci, vSechny mistnosti uréené pro déti jsou pfimo napojené na
drevéné terasy. Zatim neni pozemek moc zarostly, ale to se ¢asem zméni, az zelefi vic
vyroste. Materialy pouzité na budoveé jsou velmi jemné — dfevo v exteriéru a pastelové
barvy na venkovnim hFisti. Vnitfek vypada trochu moc ¢isté, ale jsme si jisti, ze déti ho
po ¢ase promeéni na krasny prostor pro hru i u¢eni. Budovu lze bezesporu povazovat za
pfiklad dobré architektury. Déti, které v této Skolce vyrostou, si budou pamatovat $kol-
ku i zahradu jako krasné a bezpe¢né misto. Budou pys$né na to, ze stravily tolik ¢asu
v tomto nadherném prostredi!



Architect’s report
The original kindergarten stood north of Pacov’s town centre. Given the poor state of

its five sections, the decision was taken to design a new building in line with the current
standards for preschool education. The new building consists of a two-storey main
building and five one-storey pavilions linked by a corridor. The pavilions, each dedicated
to anindividual section, open into the surrounding garden thanks to large wooden terra-
ces, while pavements connect playground areas throughout the kindergarten. A parking
lot for employees and visitors is situated between the main two-story building and Jan
Vojna street. Catering and supply are located on the eastern side of the main building.
The new kindergarten’s design concept places each of the pavilions into the site’s large
garden at different angles and positions. There are two types of pavilions, rotated and
set to create exciting courtyards for the children. The main building, located on the north
side of the site, is a two-story building with classrooms. The generous jutting second
floor clearly defines the main entrance. The foyer leads into the main hall that connects
the pavilions and provides a comfortable and interesting space for children and staff.
The expression of the pavilions is dominated by the large loggias that mediate the co-
nnection between the interior and the exterior. The principle of contrast between plain
surfaces and generous openings is used in the main building as well as the pavilions,
which are covered by a wooden larch facade accented with expressively coloured log-
gias. The main building is treated in neutral grey plaster.

Jury’s statement
The kindergarten is a very well designed building with a simple plan, where all functions

are connected in a natural way with each other and with the outdoor spaces. The differ-
ent spaces are well oriented to the sun, all the spaces for the children have a direct re-
lation to the wooden terraces. The green surroundings looks very empty now, but that
will change when the green will grow up. Materialisation of the building is very soft by
using the wood on the outside and the soft colours of the outdoor playground. The inte-
rior looks a bit too clean now, but we are sure that children will turn it into a wonderful
setting for playing and learning. This building is worth to be an example of good archi-
tecture. The children who grow up in this Kindergarten will remember the garten as
a beautifull and safe place. They will be proud they lived so many hours in this beautifull
surroundings!

Projekt budovany 10 let jsme spoluiniciovali
v roce 2009 jako programové a architektonické
oziveni prazské néaplavky, historicky koncipo-
vané jako pristavisté a prekladisté materialu.
V dobé naseho vstupu byl prostor opustény po
povodni v roce 2002 a oficialné pronajimany pro
parkovani. Postupnou obsahovou aktivaci jsme
dosahli dnes jiz legendarniho kulturné spole-
¢enského oziveni a nasledné architektonické
kultivace. Rozsahlé Gzemi je v souctu dlouhé
4 km a rozklada se na tfech prazskych nabre-
zich — Rasinové, HofejSim a Dvorakové.

4 kilometry, na kterych prinasi do jednodus$e re-
konstruovanych nik novou napln, jako jsou ka-
varny, galerie, dilny a vefejné toalety. Tento pro-
jekt se pripravoval 10 let a je vysledkem pred-
stavivosti a vytrvalosti architekta, ktery tuto
regeneraciinicioval a s tak vytfibenym vkusem
realizoval. Je to skvély pfiklad toho, jak mize
architektura ozivit misto a lehkym, pfesnym
pusobenim mit na véci velky vliv.

Architect’s report

We co-initiated this ten-year project in 2009 as
a programmatic and architectural revitalisation
of the Prague riverfront, built initially as a quay
and transhipment point. After the 2002 floods,
the area was deserted and used as a car park.
Still, through gradual content activation, we
have achieved a spontaneous cultural and so-
cial revival, as well as the subsequent archi-
tectural rehabilitation. The vast, revitalised ri-
verfront stretches almost 4 km along three Pra-
gue embankments: Rasin, Hofejsi and Dvorak.
The completed Phase 1 focused on the resto-
ration of 20 vaults in the riverside wall (origina-
lly storage areas), and it currently represents
Prague’s largest post-revolutionary investment
in public space, the first of its kind and having
an unprecedented sociocultural impact. In-
stead of creating classic interiors, the vaults
merge with their exteriors for maximum con-
tact with the riverfront area and the river itself.
The vaults will serve as cafes, workshops,
galleries, and public toilets, with possible adj-
ustments and specialised equipment tailored
to the needs of individual tenants, many of
whom co-created the phenomenon of the ri-
verfront area and will continue to operate the-
re. The interventions merge symbiotically with
the riverside wall's original architecture into
which they fuse naturally using the acupunctu-
re strategy to re-create a monumental whole.
Six vaults on the Rasin Embankment are ac-
cessible via elliptical pivoting windows made
of organic glass, whose proportions (thickness
7 cm and diameter 5.5 m) are derived from the
proportions of the vaults, making them likely
the largest in the world. The 14 vaults on the
Horejs§i Embankment have steel sculptural en-
trances. The surfaces are made of sand-blas-
ted concrete with cast floors and individual
elements of titanium-coated black metal. Air-
-conditioning with heat recovery and infrared
heaters allow for year-round operation. The
vaults are accessible for wheelchair users, with
mobile flood protection barriers. The next pha-
ses include eight more vaults, street furniture,
a floating pool, and a shipping terminal.

Jury’s statement
The Jury was enchanted by the Prague Eyes re-

vitalization of the riverfront by Petr Janda, very
much enjoying the bold yet sensitive new open-
ings to the hidden vaults along the Prague river.
The whole project covers a total of 4 kilometres
in length with new programmes in the simply
restored vaults including cafés, galleries, work-
shops and public toilets. This project was 10
years in the making; the product of the imagi-
nation and persistence of the architect,whoin-
itiated this regeneration and executed it with
such finesse. It is an excellent example of how
architecture can revitalise places and make
a big impact with a light, precise touch.

The Jury was most captivated by the ingenious
pivoting elliptical glass windows/doors into
some of the vaults, set within the original arch-
es of the embankment wall. They bring some-
thing fresh and exciting to the setting and yet,
at the same time, they seem fitting and not out
of place here. The architectural approach and
response perfectly judge playfulness and ele-
gance that entices further interaction and en-
gagement.

The Jury appreciated the wise judgement of the
architect in this project, with the sharp, high-
-quality insertions into the heavy existing em-
bankment walls and the simple treatment of
the vaults behind allowing for multiple uses
and occupation to unfold over time.

Architect’s report
A narrow street, where the sleepy character of

old Jinonice is still preserved, broadens out to
create a tiny square with a well. It was domina-
ted by an abandoned house, formed by the gra-
dual addition of extensions, some of which
overshadowed the original structure. The com-
plex of these small buildings, placed in a slo-
ping garden, was in a very dilapidated and unin-
habitable state. The new design preserves only
the oldest, street-facing stone structure and
uses it as an entrance to the main living areas
in the two new wings. The tallest section is de-
dicated to children. All of the living areas, inc-
luding the children’s bedrooms, offer direct ace
cess to the sloping, sunlit garden, which is
shielded from the street by the mass of the
house. The terraces are connected to the pool
at two levels. Its concrete wall offers a shaded
outdoor space adjoining the main living space,
and the water level is accessible from the chil-
dren’s rooms. Old and new sections are visually
unified by the colour of the stucco plaster and
beavertail ceramic tiles on the roof. The age of
the individual parts is revealed through detail:
the original morphology slightly contrasts with
the contemporary minimalist form. This is par-
ticularly evident in the window openings.

Jury’s statement
This family home in Jinonice by Atelier 111

sparked an inspiring discussion with the Jury
in relation to its dialogue with the existing con-
text, the richness of its sectional qualities and
its considered juxtaposition of minimal detail-
ing with vernacular materials.

The house consists of three volumes. The oldest
building, a stone structure facing the street, is
partly preserved and becomes the main en-
trance volume. The two new volumes containing
parking, living and sleeping quarters are placed
at shifting orientations, a nod to the accumula-
tion of building additions to the site over its past.
Stucco plaster and ceramic roof tiles line all
three volumes, unifying the old and new in
a subtle and clever way.

The proportions of the house are informed by
the urban fabric of its immediate context. In
this way, the generosity and richness of the
house as experienced from within are belied by
its modest and humble exterior.

The multi-tiered terrain gives an added dimen-
sion to the composition of the volumes. The dy-
namic section of the house offers an ev-
er-changing relationship between building and
landscape.

The interior presents impressive and unexpect-
ed levels of daylight. The use of simple and hon-
est materials and clean detailing, wooden roof
structure, gives the house a rich and warm at-
mosphere. The stair to the first floor is detailed
with a combination of steel and wood in a way
that is both tactile and articulate.

For these reasons, the Jury is very enthusiastic
about this contribution and find it a good exam-
ple of what architecture can contribute both to
the community as well as to the private owner.

Navrh rozhledny na vrcholu Velké Destné byl in-

spirovan predev&§im mistnimi klimatickymi
podminkami. Jak samotny nazev hory napovi-
da, zasadnim klimatickym jevem, ktery se zde
hojné vyskytuje, je dést. Druhym zasadnim je-
vem, ktery neodmyslitelné patfi k mistnim pod-
minkam, je vitr.

Architect’s report
The primary inspiration for the design of the lo-

okout tower atop Velka De§tna was the local
climate. As the name of the mountain implies,
rain is both frequent and abundant here. The
wind is the second characteristic feature of the
local conditions. Rain drifted by wind thus
emerged as the chief visual and aesthetic mo-
tif of the design, and the architectural intention
was to materialize rain in its various forms. To-
rrents of rain are transformed into the rod ele-
ments of the lookout‘s structure, while the
changing directions of wind-driven rainstorms
are reflected in the directions of the elements
that cross its walls. The airiness, transparency,
and openness of the walls‘ structure allow all
the elements and weather into the tower's in-
terior, resulting in continuous contact with the
surrounding natural world. The top platform is
entirely open, with nothing to interfere with the
exceptional panoramic view, allowing visitors
to enjoy the landscape’s freedom and perceive
its natural beauty in a broad context. After the
climb to the top, visitors can fully experience a
feeling of freedom or even euphoria. In harsh
weather conditions, when it will be impossible
to appreciate the landscape’s long-distance
views, the lookout tower itself, or the ascent to
its top, will remain an exciting goal. The trans-
parency or closeness of the individual walls
constantly varies depending on the viewing an-
gle in reference to the rapidly changing local
weather. Wind and rain, the elements that de-
termined the look of the tower, are represented
by symbols located at both its extreme ends: a
windsock is exposed to the strongest gusts of
wind on the topmast, while a raindrop-shaped
bench is located at the lowest point, where the
water naturally falls.

Partner’s Prize — justification of the award
The agency especially appreciated the new
building’s respect of the natural environment
including its adequate height taking into ac-
count the continuous growth of surrounding
trees, the use of wood as a natural material for
the exposed part of the structure, and an orig-
inal layout design allowing to perceive the
building’s simple verticality from afar. The en-
velope evoked by the effect of rain and wind
reflects typical weather conditions in the high-
est areas of the Orlické Mountains.

Architect’s report
The main quality of the site, located in an

attractive yet quiet part of Olomoucg, is its na-
tural character.The place is part of the Nefedin
horizon — one of the most important natural
formations that form the border between the
city and the landscape. The proposal builds on
this character and creates a place for living in-
terwoven with vegetation, which brings with it
many qualities in terms of a more favourable
climate, a high degree of privacy and, last but
not least, the continuity of local biodiversity.
The spatial concept of the complex with 336
apartments on an area of five hectares is based
on five separate blocks arranged around the
central public park, at the entrance to the site
supplemented by shops on the ground floor
and a new public transport stop. The park’s
openness ensures pedestrian permeability and
helps to navigate well throughout the area.
Each of the five stages consists of a group of
townhouses on acommon base, thus forming a
separate whole with its own courtyard — a se-
mi-public space, which serves mostly the inha-
bitants of the given phase and naturally deve-
lops their community life. Above-ground sto-
reys of the villa houses contain apartments in
the maximum number of three per storey. The
common entrance and the premises are, thus,
shared by six to nine flats, which ensures a
sense of community within the building. Almost
every apartment has a generous loggia, a tran-
sversely ventilated layout, an ideal orientation
to the sun and views to the park and private
courtyard. The natural character of housing is
further developed at the architectural level of
the design, mainly by choice of materials, whe-
re the primary expressive element of the hou-
ses is the use of larch wood cladding without
surface treatment.

The technical services building vi-
sually separates the representative section of
the courtyard from the handling and storage
area.The uniform appearance and the shape of
the buildings refer to the traditional constructi-
on of village farmsteads.

Architect’s report
Pilana Karbid ltd. is a young Czech family business ma-

nufacturing carbide tools. Due to the development, there
has been a need to build a new factory building. Thus,
communication within the building and keeping close
distance and visual contact turned to be the main theme
of the architectural design. For the new building, it was
necessary to consider its restricted area limiting oppor-
tunities for further expansion to the surrounding grounds.
Asingle-storey hall was built first on a plot 2,450 m? large
later complemented by a three-storey building with an
overhanging upper floor, which can later be extended by
one more storey, and an area in front of the entrance.The
rectangular hall meets strict standards for manufactu-
ring. There is enough natural light in the hall permeating
through windows and skylights intentionally oriented
northwards. Space is well-arranged and clear, maintai-
ning the permanent temperature around 24°C all-year-
-round. The hall has a walkable green roof and sandwich-
-panel facade that follow onto the office part of the buil-
ding. The three-storey office building is a monolithic con-
crete frame visible in the interior. By their dimensions and
lower headroom individual offices resemble rooms in a
family house rather than vast open-plan ones. A small
roofed atrium through which light permeates inside is a
vital circulation elementinside the building. It is possible
to see from one building to the other;the busy activity in
the manufacture can be seen from the exterior, too. The-
re are galleries in the atrium used as a meeting space
and, at the same time, a pathway to the green roof.

The building consists of a production hall and
an office block. Employees can circulate
through an open atrium to the office building,
on terraces, galleries; transparent walls pro-
vide views through the building. Due to the pure
architectural design, good organization, and
enough daylight, the architects achieved to
create a comfortable interior climate; a walka-
ble extensive green roof significantly contrib-
utes toitasit cools not only the building but its
surrounding, too.

By its architectural expression and the land-
scaped front, the building positively affects the
vast and somewhat desolate industrial zone on
the Hulin’s outskirts where it is located; last
but not least, this project shows a way worth of
following in order to increase the employment
rate in the region, and thatis not only in the en-
gineering sector.

This residential building is located on
the border between a district of con-
crete block flats and lower, post-re-
volution residences in Sylvan, Pilsen.
The complex consists of an L-shaped
building and a tower. The building’s
appearance is based on an irregular
grid of simple elements and win-
dows, rather than colours. It is a re-
sponse to the over-coloured facades
of arecently renovated neighbouring
block of flats. The task was to design
a low-budget building. This project
aimed to show that a strong archi-
tectural expression can be achieved
using inexpensive elements. These
were, in this case, pre-fabricated
concrete balconies and translucent
plastic sheets. Particular effort was
put into the design of the courtyard,
where an underground rainwater re-
servoir and large trees are situated.

Partner’s Prize —

justification of the award

The Na Sylvanu house in Pilsen fully
meets requirements on a building bal-
anced in terms of its utility value, de-
sign, and low running costs; it, there-
fore, represents one of the fully-
-fledged ways for future big and
smaller projects. Economies through
investment costs do not mean using
cheap or even fiddled materials; on
the contrary, the way itis used here, it
means using highly functional and
quality construction elements em-
phasizing maximal durability. The
house delicately fits into its surround-
ings and due to its pure architectural
design becomes a landmark in the
area with an older panel housing de-
velopment and typical post-revolu-
tion houses. There is even a place for
mature trees and a reflecting pool.
The building is not only a good invest-
ment for its occupants but also a
pleasant and safe place for living.

Architect’s report
During the past few years, several architectural studies were carried out to

address the lack of capacity for new pupils, and functional collisions and poor
technical condition of some parts of the building. All proposals worked with
an addition to the school garden. After a thorough analysis, we decided to use
a different approach. We think it is only right for the project to address the
problem spots created by the previous insensitive interventions and new fun-
ctional demands. Therefore, we do not follow up on the poorly designed parts
of the building, we do not add any other appendix, but we work in dialogue
with the historical building. Our design, unostentatious extension in the ex-
terior, creates modern, attractive interiors full of light. We propose a new ex-
tension above the existing gym. Large span steel frames form double-height
attic spaces for art, chemistry and physics classrooms, and after-school ac-
tivities. Specialized classrooms generously stretch to the seven and a half
meters high rooftop. A pleasant study environment is supported by daylight
coming from two directions and acoustic fibreboard panels. We place the
main locker room for 300 pupils into the space of lesser quality on the histo-
rical building’s ground floor. The locker room’s dominant feature is a one-ton
oak tree trunk, which serves as a bench. Thanks to the chosen concept of
building above the existing floor plan, we minimize interventions in the school
garden, which allows us to create a new entrance area of adequate dimensi-
ons. Materials used in the entrance are granite, concrete, and wooden ele-
ments combined with plants. The school garden is protected by a fence made
of zinc-coated steel. Carefully designed spacing between the fence’s lamellas
gives pedestrians passing by variously changing views of the school building
and the garden.

Partner’s Prize — justification of the award

Public buildings, according to the organizer, much largely affect the space
cultivation than private ones and, therefore, it is essential to appreciate new
quality solutions generated in this segment. Many studies show that
a well-designed school supports not only gaining knowledge and erudition,
but it affects physical and mental health and children’s wellbeing. Because
school attendance usually takes one hundred and ninety-five days a year, be-
fore the pandemic hit the world, one million and three hundred Czech children
had spent more time in schools than anywhere else, except for their homes.
The quality of the internal environment in schools principally affects chil-
dren’s ability to concentrate, and well-performed daylighting may substan-
tially help to reach this goal. From the available sources results that students
in classrooms with the strongest daylighting improved their mathematic
tests’ results by twenty per cent and by up to twenty-six per cent in reading
skills.

Nevertheless, many projects are organized, neglecting this vital attribute.The
architects of the project for the Jara Cimrman School addition use a very so-
phisticated strategy to position windows in the school building, bringing the
daylight into classrooms during all usual tuition hours. The Velux company
appreciates the care the architects paid to the lighting parameters in the pro-
ject, the same as to the design of the classrooms that due to this attention
provide full-fledged space for day-long education to school children.

Because the best way to experience architecture is to live
it physically, Radovan Lipus and David Vavra decided
twenty-five years ago to use TV screens to bring Czech
architecture to homes. David Vavra hosted all episodes of
the documentary series Graceful Towns (Sumnd mésta),
produced by the Czech Television in 1995-2008, and
Graceful Traces (Sumné stopy), 2010-2019, and his un-
mistakeable commentaries graved on the minds of his TV
viewers. Graceful Towns were dedicated to modern archi-
tecture in Czech towns and had 66 episodes; Graceful
Traces focused, in 54 episodes, on the unjustly neglected
heritage of Czech architects worldwide. Radovan Lipus,
the director and author of the series, and scriptwriter Da-
vid Vavra submitted an erudite, sensuous, and with deep
respect prepared review of the transformation of the re-
cent centuries’ urban landscape, and by a comprehensive
and playful form reminded each of us of their real values.
